
North Liberty Town Council Minutes – September 3, 2024
	The regular meeting of the North Liberty Town Council was held at the North Liberty Community Building.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and Will Groves, Jr. gave the Invocation.  Town Council  President Randy Lemert called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. He also reminded the public that the comment time per speaker is three minutes.
	Town Council Members:  Randy Lemert, Tom England, Will Groves, Jr., Joe Reed, and Gerry Brown, Town Attorney Marcel Lebbin, Utilities Manager Skip Davidson, Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Jackie James and Vicki Kitchen were in attendance. Town Marshal Matt Wilber was not in attendance.  Rob Nichols from Abonmarche was in attendance.  Anekah Sinykin and Adam Wilcox from Baker Tilly were in attendance.  There were four citizens in attendance.  The sign-in sheet is on file with the minutes.
	The consent agenda was presented for approval.  Joe Reed, Jr. made a motion to approve the consent agenda which included the August 19, 2024, Town Council Minutes, Payroll Docket #17, and the vouchers as presented. Gerry Brown seconded the motion. All voted to approve. Motion passed 5/0.
	Kelly Sutherlin spoke about how the fence was handled at 811 S. State Street.
	Marcia Vargo stated her concern about the condition of Redwood Rd., and the lack of information from the Town regarding the project.
	There was no police report.  
	Skip Davidson did not have a report. 
	Anekeh Sinykin and Adam Wilcox distributed information regarding the proposed townhouse project, procedures, and funding.  They offered to answer any questions.  They left after their presentation.  The report is filed with the minutes.  
	The Baker Tilly Engagement for services agreements were sent to the town attorney for approval.  Will Groves, Jr. made a motion to approve the Baker Tilly Engagement Agreements.  Gerry Brown seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.  Motion passed 5/0.
	108 W. Harrison was discussed about the options for the Town’s property.  The discussion was list the property or keep it.  Will Groves, Jr. made a motion to ask Sara Williams to list the property for $25,000 for 90 days.  Gerry Brown seconded the motion.  Four voted in favor, Joe Reed voted against.  Motion passed 4/1.
	Will Groves, Jr. made a motion to reappoint Vicki Kitchen as the Indiana Office of Technology, as the contact person.  Joe Reed seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.  Motion passed 5/0.  
Rob Nichols gave an update on the construction of the Potato Creek Utilities projects.  He reported the waterline crew has passed the sewer crew, an update on the elevated tower, slab in for the booster station and the vertical construction to be next week, an update within Potato Creek Utilities, and the equalization basin. The website www.nlpc.com project website, continues to be updated weekly.  
 The 2025 budget has been advertised through Gateway.  Baker Tilly reviewed the 2025 for maximum levy and circuit breaker tax credits.  The clerk treasurer has scheduled the public hearing for September 16th and the budget adoption is October 21st. 
Gerry Brown gave an update on the Tree Board.  He inquired about Town properties to plant trees for a tree farm to be used by the Tree Board.  The Tree Board is filing a 2025 Urban Forestry Grant which will require a dollar-for-dollar match.  The Tree Board will be removing some Caverly Pear Trees on public properties.    
	Tom England made a motion to adjourn at 6:34 P.M.  Will Groves, Jr. seconded the motion.  All voted to approve.  The vote was unanimous.
