CALL TO ORDER 5:30 PM
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

BUILDING PERMITS: LORI HOOD, ZACH WOODARD: Councilwoman Hood brought a building permit with plans to put in a patio. She brought along all proper forms, and payment. It was approved. Zach Woodard wanted to add an addition on to one of his 201 Main Street property. He had the proper paperwork along with a blueprint for his plans. It would not infringe on any boundaries or overextend into a neighboring lot, so it was approved by the Council.
ZACH WOODARD- 4TH OF JULY FIREWORKS: Zach Woodard came in to speak about his plans for the upcoming 4th of July firework celebration. He was planning to start a nonprofit to avoid fees for the commission of the firework show. It won’t be processed before this year’s event. A vote was taken to apply for permits for the town for the festival. The town has to pay no fees for a festival since it is not for profit. The township trustee wants to make a donation for the event, but is unable to, so a plan was made to have the township pay the town and the town directly pays the event organizer. A motion was made by Councilman Rupe to apply for the permits and pay, which was seconded by Councilwoman Hood. 
ONPOINT TRASH SERVICES: After a no show from a representative from Waste Management, Aric from On Point Waste Services showed up to give his final pitch for handling all the town’s trash services. The new contract was rated at 14.55 per house and would no longer continue recycling services. With no other offer from WM, the board voted to have On Point handle our weekly trash pickups, to be done on Mondays. Councilman Rupe made a motion to sign with them, which was seconded by Councilwoman Hood. 
MARSHALL SHEPPARD REPORT-TOWN MARSHALL: Marshall Sheppard gave his employee report. His hiring process went well, with Officer Joe Farinella picked to replace the departing Officer Pyke. Councilwoman Hood made a motion to accept him as a new officer, which was seconded by Councilman Rupe. Marshall Sheppard also passed around a certificate thanking Officer Pyke for his services here. Marshall Sheppard also gave updates on the various properties with ordinance violations. 111 S Brown, and 126 S Brown were being cleaned up with plans for the vehicles there to be removed. 211 S Main St had its vehicles removed. The trash at 611 N Church street was cleared, and 811 N Church had been cleaned. Councilman Rupe made a motion to waive the fees at the affected property, which was seconded by Councilwoman Hood. Marshall Sheppard also requested 1000 dollars out of the police budget to hire more security for the 4th of July Celebrations. This would come out to 250 dollars per person.  Councilman Rupe made a motion to allow it, which was seconded by Councilwoman Hood. Marshall Sheppard also announced that the police Tahoe suffered a breakdown, and the repair costs would be around 10,000 dollars. He also showed quotes for new ones in the 40,000 dollar range. It was agreed that costs would be too expensive at this time, and the Tahoe was towed back to town hall. 
UTILITY MANAGER REPORTS- BENJI: Benji gave his employee report. One of the lawn mowers was sent to Plevna for needed repairs. He also announced he had acquired the hot patch trailer and would begin filling potholes the following Friday. He also brought forward an issue with one of the lift stations. The repairs for issues with it were 13,200 dollars. Councilman Rupe made a motion to allow the payment, which was seconded by Councilwoman Hood.
TOWN ATTORNEY COMMENTS: Attorney Rippy gave an update on the cheese factory situation. He believes forming a redevelopment commission would make things easier. Having a plan for the land, and the lands we could seek to annex would go easier with a project. He also gave an update on Coleman Wagner’s property. The new developer of the land would have to wait until October to do anything to it. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS: Councilman Rupe announced a team from Tipton County will be bringing an open house next month to discuss a comprehensive plan. Councilman McNally brought back up a previous problem with an alley. There had been no new issues reported at the location. It was suggested that it should be dropped as an issue. 
OPEN DISCUSSION: Someone in the audience had an issue with a water leak near his property at 112 S Church St. He wanted clarification on what the town’s policy on fixing water leaks was. He had a leak at a neighboring property that had been running since October, and had damaged his property. Water had been turned back on after a leak which Benji would spend the night fixing. He was asking for the town to have a policy to leave water turned off when a leak is ongoing. Lester announced he had been called by the Indy Star saying they wanted to an article on the gym. Roger Foutch brought to attention an ordinance saying that utilities should be governed by a board of water commissioners of 5 members, 3 from the board, and 2 appointed citizens. Roger volunteered to be one of the appointees. Marshall Sheppard suggested updating the ordinace, as no changes had been made in 45 years. 
Councilman Rupe made motion to adjourn. Councilwoman Hood seconded.
