[bookmark: _GoBack]DAVID FROM WM: David a representative from Waste Management appeared to speak about re-signing our contract with WM. His proposal was to extend the contract; he said there would be a minor increase to add a personal recycling bin to every customer to alleviate the usage of the roll off recycling bin. He’ll stay in contact with Benji and continue things are running smoothly while we pursue all waste candidates. 
EMPLOYEE REPORT MARSHALL SHEPPARD: Marshall Sheppard announced that Coleman Wagner had passed away. This will change events regarding his property moving forward. He also announced that the security upgrades at the park and utility building would begin the following Monday. He had also began updating the town website and adding ordinances to them. He would also test the live streaming capabilities ahead of the July ordinance regarding the streaming of meetings. The police Tahoe also had a light bar installed. It was within the budget. New signs were also purchased.
EMPLOYEE REPORT UTILITY MANAGER BENJI SPARLING: Benji announced that he was scheduled to take his WT2 test. If passed he will begin his ESS class following that. All the frozen drains were thawed out without issue. He has also been replacing light fixtures at the fire department. He attached a quote on all new fixtures. He also had a quote for an alarm communicator for the town hall which would notify in case of a gas leak. He also showed examples of damage on the roof and water damage from hail. We will reach out to insurance to see what can be done. Councilman McNally asked when hot patch would be available to fix potholes. Benji said that he would get it when the weather was warm enough to be operated.
TOWN ATTORNEY COMMENTS: Attorney Rippy is still pursuing the cheese factory clean up. Glenn Barber wants to see document from IDEM officially saying construction can’t be done for 5 whole years. Glenn Barber doesn’t want to run afoul of IDEM. There were also 2 $10,000 dollar judgments made on Joe Horn and Lori Davis. A certified letter is to be sent to the Tipton County Auditor to be added on to their tax bill. Coleman Wagner’s passing also can be redeemed by his estate, and all debts assumed. The man from Noblesville it was sold to, can be sued for back payments. The town is also able to tax the property and can charge. It was decided to wait until there was a further development then revisit it then. 
ORDINANCES ALLEY CLOSING AND NOISE ORDINANCE: There would need to be 3 votes to pass both ordinances. The ordinances can be approved on first reading and passes, and then passed at the following meeting for a second reading and final passage. A vote to approve on first reading was motioned by Councilman Rupe, which was seconded by Councilwoman Hood. Passed unanimously. 
FENCE AT 333 W WALNUT: Town resident Sam Matlack was called to the meeting to address the issue of a fence built without permit on his property, which received complaints from neighbors. He was very apologetic and had taken measures to remove the fence, and an issue with damage to a neighbor’s post was decided to be handled amongst them. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS: Councilwoman Hood brought up the issue of a lady complaining about parallel parking near their home on Church St. A neighbor was almost hit due to low visibility. Marshall Sheppard said he would look into it. Marshall Sheppard said it was all privately owned on that street, and his involvement was limited. Councilwoman Hood asked Benji why salt was purchased from Bridge Landscaping. Benji explained that it was much cheaper than their alternative. 
OPEN DISCUSSION: Marshall Sheppard got involved with a piece of state legislation about a tax restructure. He is concerned this will negatively impact small governments. He believes the town should look into taking measures to boost our tax infrastructure so we can be more self-sufficient. 
Councilman Rupe made motion to adjourn. Councilwoman Hood seconded.
