SECOND READING ANIMAL ORDINANCE: The animal ordinance which is to include a 50 dollar application fee, along with getting bordering neighbor’s consent, and board approval was voted on a second time. Council President Hood took a motion to pass, Councilmen Rupe and McNally voted yes and it passed unanimously.

He also informed us that Steve Ray from the North Central Indiana Redevelopment Committee can get us a free soil management plan which would allow IDEM to sign off on anything we’d put at the cheesecake factory with that footprint. Development was also discussed where giving the property to someone to develop for a potential return for the town.
COUNCIL COMMENTS: Council President Hood had mentioned damage being done to the community building with a doorway being damaged by a renter. Councilman Rupe discussed the potential to do the 4th of July festival again. We would reach out to see if that was planned.
