CALL TO ORDER 5:30 PM
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

MARSHALL SHEPPARD REPORT-TOWN MARSHALL:  Marshall Sheppard gave his employee report, including updates on several properties in violation. He also requested that on June 27th he have permission to restrict traffic around the park and gym area for the fireworks show. Councilman Rupe made a motion to approve the restricting of traffic on that date following the gym dedication, Councilman McNally seconded and it approved unanimously. He also requested 1000 dollars for reusable safety equipment such as lighting and traffic cones, which was approved as well.
BRIAN WHITTAKER LIVESTOCK AND FENCE PERMIT: Brian Whittaker was at the meeting to receive a fence permit and livestock permit. He had all proper paperwork for both, and both were approved.
UTILITY MANAGER REPORTS- BENJI: Benji’s report was given with updates on vehicle mileage and water used. 
REQUEST BOARD TO ALLOW ONLINE PAYMENTS OF BILLS: Clerk- Treasurer Duncan requested that an ordinance be put in place allowing the paying of bills digitally, with the hopes that will improve the efficiency of paying bills in a timelier manner. Attorney Rippy said he could write one up. Nothing was motioned or approved at the time.
LESTER ROOD: Lester Rood announced that he had acquired an old drum set from a historical Sharpsville band. He was requesting 2000 dollars to build a display case for them in the gym, along with new park equipment. He said total for installation and materials he would need around 6,000 dollars from the community building fund. Councilman Rupe made a motion to approve, Councilman McNally seconded. It approved unanimously. Discussions were also had over the efficiency of some work in town being done.
TOWN ATTORNEY COMMENTS: Attorney Rippy mentioned discussions that had been had with the state treasurer, about the idea of merging Sharpsville with Liberty Township. The merger would potentially increase the tax base while also helping avoid conflicts with annexation. He had also discussed a recent meeting with IDEM concerning redevelopment of the cheese factory property.  For any development ideas parcel lines would be needed on the property. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS: Councilwoman Hood was unable to attend but had received a letter from Tipton Municipal Utilities, that they had planned to increase rates on sewage treatment. There was no action taken at the time but discussions would follow over how exactly this would affect pricing.
OPEN DISCUSSION:  Roger Foutch was at the meeting to inquire about water leaks that had not been fixed. Max Simpson was in attendance to inquire more about the animal ordinance and what would be done to properties in violation. He also inquired about the informational mailers which had been delayed in sending. 
Councilman Rupe made motion to adjourn. Councilman McNally seconded.
