CALL TO ORDER 5:30 PM
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE


MARSHALL SHEPPARD REPORT-TOWN MARSHALL: Marshall Sheppard gave an update on his problem properties. He had wanted clarification from Attorney Rippy on the property at 309 East Vine. The exterior of the property issues had been handled, but the inside of the fencing still had heavy overgrowth. Marshall Sheppard had been unable to make contact with the homeowner. 324 N Church still had not had any improvement. Marshall Sheppard had invited the homeowner to the meeting but they did not appear. It will be revisited in the December board meeting.  Marshall Sheppard had also notified the board that he would be replacing two computers for his work with money from the police budget. 
UTILITY MANAGER REPORTS- BENJI: Benji’s report was given by Council President McNally. He had sent the monthly bacti and had 5 locates. He gave noticed that Indiana Pump Works would be here on December 2nd to rehab the park lift station. Mike’s Sewer would also be there to keep it pumped down while work was done. The north lift station also needs a pump replaced. He called peerless Midwest, Tipton Electric, and Wafford’s Pump for a replacement and was waiting on a reply. Work had also been done on the gym floor totaling $3950 in costs. Councilwoman Hood made the motion to approve, it was seconded by Clerk-Treasurer Duncan. It passed unanimously. 
TOWN ATTORNEY COMMENTS: Attorney Rippy gave some updates on possibilities with the cheese factory property. He had recently had a meeting to discuss opportunities. He updated that if we wanted we could possibly get involved with the Tipton Redevelopment Commission there was a good chance of getting state funding for a sewage treatment plant. He added that additionally that if the cheese factory property were to be developed, help could be gotten, but there would need to be a specific project in mind. A local developer, Zach Woodard, was mentioned, and it was discussed with him the potential possibility of having him bid on the renovation of the property if it came to that.
CLARIFICATION OF LIVESTOCK ORDINANCE: The topic of livestock and specifically chickens in town was discussed. Marshall Sheppard said that the ordinance on it is vague of what livestock is, and difficult to enforce in a productive capacity. Concerns were raised as to the exceptions that would have to be made if some were allowed to own them while others could not. Attorney Rippy made the point that not ever ordinance has to be a high priority for enforcement, and it could be handled on a complaint basis. The discussion was tabled until the next month so opinions could be gathered on the matter.
COUNCIL COMMENTS: Councilwoman Hood had heard that there were issues with the town police’s radars not working. Marshall Sheppard informed her that it was an issue with a fuse and it had been fixed. Councilwoman Hood made a motion to find out what was wrong with the siren and what it will take to get the siren to go off every day at noon. Clerk-Treasurer Duncan seconded it. It passed unanimously. 
OPEN DISCUSSION:  Roger Foutch had questions for the board regarding why the valve on Main Street and east vine was paid to be fixed. He had concerns regarding how much oversight was done over the utility workers. He did not believe that the new valve was needed. He also raised concerns over building a sewage treatment plant, due to our current infrastructure only moving liquids. Lester Rood shared an update on the historical status of the gym. He had a meeting with Virginia Chambers, and believes getting it registered with the state will go well. 
Councilwoman Hood made motion to adjourn. Councilman Rupe seconded.
