CALL TO ORDER 5:30 PM
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE


ABBIE SMITH- TIPTON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: Abbie Smith of the Tipton Community and Economic Development was invited to the meeting to speak about developing in Sharpsville. Attorney Rippy asked if the county would have any interest in helping Sharpsville with a redevelopment. Abbie Smith explained that the broad answer was yes, and the county redevelopment commission was known to help smaller towns that did not have development commissions of their own. Attorney Rippy asked if she knew of any developers who would potentially develop the cheese factory property as residential rather than commercial due to the lower incentives. Abbie Smith said she had done developer roundtables and could potentially know of some. The idea of turning the old railroad into trails was also discussed, but nothing was explicitly decided. Abbie Smith ended by saying a partnership was possible, and while not making guarantees, said she could potentially help with the Tipton Economic Development. 

MARSHALL SHEPPARD REPORT-TOWN MARSHALL: Marshall Sheppard gave his update that he still had trouble with some of his usual properties. He had continued to have issues with Joe Horn’s property at 126 S Brown St. Attorney Rippy suggested putting a municipal judgment on his tax bill. Councilwoman Hood made a motion to put a judgement on his tax bill. Councilman Rupe seconded. It passed unanimously. The Lori Davis property was updated as she had reached out to Sam Friend to see about cleaning up the property but was told it could not be done until next year. Councilman Rupe suggested Benji could give her a quote on how much it would cost if she paid the town to clean it up. Marshall Sheppard also wanted to clarify Halloween hours, they were 5:30 to 8 on Friday, Halloween night. Steve also mentioned donating $250 dollars to the fire department for candy. Councilwoman Hood made a motion accepting the 5:30 to 8pm Halloween hours, and approving the $250 donation to the fire department. Councilman Rupe seconded. It passed unanimously. 
UTILITY MANAGER REPORTS- BENJI: Benji’s report was given. He had made some fixes at the fire barn and patched some holes. He also made some fixes to the pump stations. 
TOWN ATTORNEY COMMENTS: Attorney Rippy brought forward the idea of tabling the cheese factory development for a while and consider speaking to the redevelopment commission about a sewage treatment plant. He said he would bring it up with Abbie Smith when they discuss the cheese factory and rails to trails. He also mentioned Tom Pittman, from the Barnes and Thornberg bonds, was back, and had some ways to navigate Senate Bill 1. He wanted to speak to the town about these strategies, and suggested inviting him to the November meeting. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS: Council President McNally said the local fish fry went well, and leftovers were donated to the Kokomo Rescue Mission. Councilwoman Hood asked about grants to tear down distressed properties. Attorney Rippy said he would look into some in the case that the Wagner property has to be torn down. Council President McNally asked about a dog ordinance and its enforcement over a 3 dog limit. Marshall Sheppard said it begins with a conversation. He said he would reach out following the meeting. Clerk-Treasurer Duncan  brought forward that the town owned a safety deposit box that had to be audited and the key could not be found. He requested the money to have it cracked open and re-keyed. Councilwoman Hood made a motion to approve the $200 dollars to have it opened and rekeyed. It passed unanimously. 
OPEN DISCUSSION:  Roger Foutch claim to ask for clarification on a water leak at 225 E Elm St. Roger said he believed the town was only responsible for leaks one feet into a property line and Benji had gone roughly 15 feet to fix things. He also asked about some town plants that had died. Benji explained that he had been busy fixing a water leak. Tom Cotham said he had watered them but the water had apparently run out the bottom. Lester Rood came to speak. He said he had come in to some money for the park. He said he was going to have pea gravel for the park, and new sand to be put in the volleyball court, and someone to put in the pickle ball court. He requested they can use a town truck to get more pea gravel if needed. Tyler Morgan came to speak about an issue with the fish fry at the fire barn. He had no notice and had his driveway blocked for the event. He requested there be more warning last time, and Council President McNally apologized on behalf of the fire department. 
Councilwoman Hood made motion to adjourn. Councilman Rupe seconded.
