MARSHALL SHEPPARD REPORT-TOWN MARSHALL: The Marshall announced he had still had issues with his usual problem properties at 111 S Brown, 221 W Hyde, 126 S Brown, 235 E Walnut, 309 E Vine, and 122 E Elm. They were still not in compliance. He had been having issues with enforcement and requested to revamp the process for properties in violation of ordiances. The current plan is they have 30-60 days to get in compliance, but it could be 90 days until it’s available to be brought to a board meeting. It could be up to 4 months to handle violations. He suggested the first step is an informal notification and a warning given on paper, and provide a date to address all issues in 30 days. Step 2, would be a formal citation after 40 days. Step 3 would be an abatement process in which the town board can direct the town attorney to pursue legal action regarding damages. The council can direct town staff to fix the issue at cost to the property owner, recouped through tax lien or civil action, but there has to be abatement. It would not be a change to ordinances, only to enforcements. Councilman Rupe made a motion to accept the three step process regarding ordinance enforcement, Councilwoman Hood seconded. It was passed with all in favor. Marshall Sheppard said this would reset the clock for violators, and he would begin work immediately and give them 30 days. 
UTILITY MANAGER REPORTS- BENJI: Benji announced there was a water leak at the gymnasium which was to be fixed on the following Monday. He would also be cleaning the curbs on Meridian Street. He had also completed hydrant flushes. He would also be performing oil changes on the trucks. 
TOWN ATTORNEY COMMENTS: The discussion over what was to be done with the cheese factory property continued. The main point of contention was whether the property was to be developed as residential or commercial property, with a developer being more interested in a commercial property for their added benefits in taxes. It was discussed whether to form a development commission locally or reach out to Tipton County to see if there was interest in helping Sharpsville. The discussion was tabled and Abby Smith from Tipton Economic Development was invited to the next meeting. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS: Council President McNally asked Benji when his next test would be, Benji said he was still awaiting hearing back from IDEM. He also asked about upcoming projects Benji would be working on, to which Benji responded he had hydrant flushes scheduled, and some fixes to the gymnasium. Council President McNally also expressed interest in inviting Shane Arnold to a meeting to speak about the community building. Councilwoman Hood mentioned that a member of the community wanted to offer welcome baskets to new water customers in town, that the community member would prepare for them. Councilwoman Hood also asked about rules on mowing a neighboring property that had tall grass. She was told that if given permission you could, but it was advised to ask first. 
OPEN DISCUSSION: The first comment made was that a town citizen would vote no on the apartments. Joe Foutch brought forward an issue he had with dust being kicked up, that had exacerbated breathing problems. He also mentioned a dip in the road that was tough on his car. John Reynolds appeared at the meeting expressing his concerns over speeders on North Street. Marshall Sheppard said he would patrol that area more, and another citizen offered the police to use her driveway. Mary Rush said she needed a new sewer cover. Benji said he would get one to her. 
Councilwoman Hood made motion to adjourn. Councilman Rupe seconded.
