FIREWORKS

An ordinance regulating the use of consumer fireworks within the corporation limits of Swayzee.

SECTION 1: ORDINANCE

(1) The use of consumer fireworks within the Town of Swayzee shall be prohibited and it shall be a
violation of this ordinance to use, ignite or discharge any type of consumer or homemade firework,
as defined by IC 22-11-14. The above prohibition shall not apply to the following:

a. Between the hours of 5pm and two hours after sunset on June 29", June 30", July 1%, July
2" July 3" July 5™, July 6™, July 7™, July 8™, July 9, and;

b. Between the hours of 10am and 12 midnight on July 4™ and

c. December 31% between the hours of 10am and 1am on January 1%

(2) The lawful use or discharge of consumer fireworks on the times and dates stated shall only take

place:
a. Upon property of the person using or discharging the fireworks,
b. On the property of one who gives consent to use and discharge fireworks; and
c. In asafe manner by a responsible adult over the age of 18 years of age, or under the
supervision of a responsible adult over 18 years of age.

(3) At no time, shall fireworks be ignited, discharged or used at any town park unless approved by the

town council for a recognized town function.

SECTION 2: VIOLATION & PENALTY

A person who violates any condition of the above section constitutes an ordinance violation and upon
conviction shall be fined no less than $50 and no more than $500.
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
