You may have already heard that Superior National Insurance Group has filed for Bankruptcy under Chapter 11.  Please note that this is not a letter intending to give you legal advice, and any questions regarding what rights you may have are best directed to an attorney.

Though the Indiana Insurance Guaranty Association was created to meet existing obligations of an insolvent insurer, there is a time frame in which claims must be brought to the Association.  The statute creating the Association appears to read that all claims must be filed within 1 year of the liquidation order.  Because of this timeframe, this may mean that you will be unable to recover in the event that you seek a modification of an existing award.

It is possible that your employer may still be liable under the Worker’s Compensation Act or Occupational Disease Act for injuries you have sustained even though the insurer is insolvent.  The fact that the insurer is no longer in business does not necessarily mean that your employer is relieved of its obligations under the Act.
