INGESTION (eating or swallowing lead dust or 

INHALATION (breathing in dust).

     flakes through hand-to-mouth behaviors)

Tiredness or loss of energy
Hyperactivity
Irritability or crankiness

Lead poisoning usually occurs with NO symptoms or obvious signs!

Some children may show:
Difficulty with attention or focus
Loss of appetite

Moderate levels of exposure can cause behavior and learning problems, impaired speech,
slow growth, hyperactivity, hearing damage, kidney damage, and liver damage.
