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Where do you go if you need help?

Key eCivis Definitions

“Grantee” refers to when Indiana agencies re-
ceive funding from the federal government.

“Grantor” refers to when Indiana agencies dis-
tribute funding to subrecipients.

“Subrecipient” is a non-federal entity that re-
ceives a subaward from a state agency to carry
out part of a federal program. An individual that is
a beneficiary of such a federal program is not a
subrecipient.

“Pre-Award” refers to the steps agencies must
take to obtain approval from SBA to apply for fed-
eral funding. In other words, “Pre-Award” is the
time before the federal funding is awarded.

“Post-Award” refers to the management of feder-
al funding after a state agency receives the notice
of award.
